Insurance: You are responsible for knowing your insurance coverage, your health condition and your specific needs to have travel, health or medical evacuation insurance. IVS Canada and its Partners DO NOT provide any insurance or reimbursement for any travel, health or medical related emergencies.  In an unfortunate circumstance, where a volunteer requires medical care and/or immediate emergency health services, the project Host leader will ensure the volunteer is able to on his/her own, or via any transportation means that might be available at the Project site.  You are responsible for your travel expenses (including entry visa if needed) to and from the workcamp and you must have travel insurance to accomodate your specific needs, if necessary.  Note: Prior to departure on your project, IVS Canada will request proof of travel & health insurance or will require that you sign a waiver of such for your trip.  This is especially important due to continuous changes occurring due to the COVID-19 pandemic.
Refund Policy: If we cannot place you in any projects you requested or if the project is cancelled, all except the $35 Cdn non-refundable amount will be refunded. If we placed you and then you decided to cancel, we will return half of the refundable amount if we receive notice from you at least 35 days before the start date of the project. 

Liability: International Volunteer Service Canada, and our partner organizations worldwide exchange thousands of volunteers each year and we inform you of the fact that a) unpredictable events may cancel or change the project as described to you, b) comfort and safety standards do vary among countries and may not meet your expectations, c) you must use common sense and be personally responsible for your property and your well being at all times, and d) you are responsible for knowing travel advisories from the government. By your participation, you acknowledge that you fully understand and accept these risks and you do not hold International Volunteer Service Canada, and our partners liable in all matters.

Unless otherwise stated, volunteers in a workcamp get group accommodation, food and group self-cooked meals without additional costs. If our description specifically states that the workcamp host organization expects you to pay a participation fee, you must pay this amount directly to the host upon arrival. IVS Canada expects volunteers to be involved in the whole program which might include a written evaluation of the workcamp experience.

*Note: For 2022, we will be offering a discounted fee of $40 CAD for all our projects.  As we are currently working on a new online payment system, IVS Canada will send you an invoice for payment at a later date but well in advance of your perspective project dates.  In light of this, we are accepting and processing all applications for all projects prior to payment of IVS Canada fees.  
Your payment verifies your acceptance of the above conditions.

Payments: All overseas projects are $40 CDN. All US/Canada camps are $40 CDN. Note that $35 CDN is non-refundable to cover costs administrative costs. Workcamps include shared accommodations and group meals without additional cost unless otherwise stated in the camp description. 

Important Travel Notes: When crossing international borders, you should declare yourself as a tourist. Otherwise, border officials may misunderstand you as having the intention to work for pay, and they may prohibit or seriously complicate your entry. IVS Canada and its Partners have no control border entries, therefore please ensure you have appropriate flight cancellation/refund insurance.
Remember that before traveling internationally, you must have a valid passport and you may need to obtain a visa for certain countries. For detailed country by country official information visit, Travel.gc.ca - Home This link also contains all COVID-19 requirements when departing or arriving back into Canada.  Ensure that you are well versed in the documentation, testing and other requirements of International travel prior to, and following your travel/arrival back to Canada.



Other Notes:
· When you fill out the application, please be aware that when there are more applicants than open places, we will have to make a competitive judgment based on how you described yourself in your application.

· You need to understand that most workcamps are composed of a multi-national group which means that generally only one or two Canadians can be accommodated in each camp.

· Remember that with each application you should list up to three projects in the order of your preference so that we can place you into one of those projects.

· Also keep in mind that about 4-5 weeks before the start date of the camp, restrictions such as nationality and gender balance are dropped, and so anyone can be placed into a camp if there is availability.
